RULES – PUBLIC SKATING

• To form a chain or play tag
• To skate with someone on your back, 

in your arms, a sled or a stroller
• To sit on the boards of the rink as well 

as the ice surface
• To wear footwear other than skates 

on the rink
• To push or shove each other
• To skate with speed skates
